English 12 Take-home Year-end Essay Topics
1. Choose ONE literary text that we’ve studied throughout the year and write a multi-paragraph composition on how the text relates to either our society or to your own personal life. Basically, I’m looking for what literary work (including individual poems) stand out for you and how you can “make it your own”. Further research into the topics is also mandatory (as you will need to consult secondary sources). If you choose this topic, you will need to come and see me about borrowing the texts from the book room.
2. Find a societal/global issue that you are passionate about, topics such as the HST, homelessness, education cuts, green and sustainable living (just to name a few) and provide/suggest a possible solution. Of course, the suggested solution is only meant to be a rudimentary one; it doesn’t have to be a full-blown blueprint. Do some research and write either an argumentative and/or persuasive essay (using ethos, logos, and/or pathos) to appeal to your audience. More will be discussed about ethos, logos, and pathos in class. I’m hoping that most of you already know what they are.
* All the essays should have a research component and therefore, works properly cited. Essays should be between 500 – 700 words long (maximum). All essays must be typed (cover page not necessary) with name and block clearly shown, with the addition of a works cited page. More details will be provided in class.
** For essay topic #1, the texts that are needed will need to be discussed ASAP to avoid unnecessary delays (and to double check what is available in the English book room). Sign-up for the topics is required.
