INTRODUCTION

Your Hanyu textbook’s Unit 1 is all about geographical locations and places. What better way to demonstrate your knowledge of Unit 1 than promoting travel to a country of your choice? You will work in groups of your own choosing (unless you give me reason to decide otherwise) with 3 – 4 members per group. Four is the absolute maximum. The project consists of two parts: a visual component in the form of a travel brochure and a skit involving a scene from a travel agency. BOTH YOUR BROCHURE AND SKIT SHOULD ALL BE IN MANDARIN, OF COURSE.

* YOU ARE TO ACT OUT THE SKIT (3 MIN.) AND HAND IN YOUR BROCHURE ON OCTOBER 20. ALL GROUPS MUST BE READY TO PRESENT ON THIS DAY.
SPECIFIC CRITERIA DETAILS & POINTERS
1. Brochure Basic Info: You are expected to provide info on a country’s population, types of geography (grassland, island etc.), main industries and exports, language(s) spoken, capital cities and provinces/regions. Point form is fine.
2. Tourist Spots and Historical Sites: Write approximately 50 – 75 characters (min. 50 characters) about a famous sight-seeing locations and historical sites in the country.
3. Weather and Seasonal Conditions: Write roughly 50 – 75 characters (min. 50 characters) about the weather and seasonal conditions of the country. Remember to throw in some travel tips about when it would be a good time to visit (i.e. Whistler in the winter time or Japan in the fall).

4. Personal Travel/Living Experience: Write roughly 100 characters from the perspective of either: a tourist travelled the country before OR a local living in the country. Discuss urban or suburban life in the country and overall experience. You should draw upon Unit 1 vocabulary and anything you’ve learned in previous years, of course.
TRAVEL AGENCY SKIT DETAILS
- General Idea: Two people meet at a travel agency (or some other location). One person is inquiring about going to a country (the one in your brochure) for a vacation. The other person is trying to give details and/or advertise the country/destination.
- Script Length: Your script should draw information from the research you did for your brochure, BUT IT SHOULDN’T BE WORD FOR WORD! Basically, I want you research a country, make an informative brochure, and use the information you found in a skit. You may, of course, add new information in the skit. YOUR SKIT SHOULD RUN ROUGHLY 3 MIN. LONG (MAXIMUM OF 5 MIN.), FIGURE OUT HOW MANY CHARACTERS THAT IS ON YOUR OWN.

- PLEASE MAKE SURE THE CONTENT OF THE SCRIPT IS CLASSROOM APPROPRIATE.
- You will be marked on pronunciation and how well you rehearse for your skit. You may use cue cards but I will take note of the frequency of usage. If you are constantly reading off something, you obviously won’t receive high marks in this department. I just want to see a smooth transition. Make it sound natural.
EXTRA POINTERS
1. Do your research in English and then translate the data into Mandarin for the project.

2. Divide up the work amongst your group members. For the skit, only two group members are needed. Therefore, the other group members should be responsible for the script itself.
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
