ENGLISH 10 POETRY GROUP PRESENTATIONS
INTRODUCTION & OVERVIEW
The group presentation assignment represents a significant portion of the total marks from the grade 10 Poetry unit. The assignment is designed to allow maximum student engagement and exploration with poetic techniques and poetry. The presentation groups are each responsible for presenting and analyzing a poem and a song representative of their chosen theme. The groups will apply literary analysis skills to dissect and essentially, “teach” mini-lessons on the messages, poetic devices and poetic techniques within their chosen pieces.
Students are expected to work in groups of three, and some will have a maximum number of five members. Remember, there will be extra work attached for each extra group member. The students in each group should all become “experts” of their particular short story. The things that I’m looking for are in the presentations are: the ability to analyze and extract information from literary works, critical thinking or “reading between the lines”, creativity, leadership, and last but not least, a coordinated team effort.

POETRY 10 PROJECT COMPONENTS & SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS
POSTER OR VISUAL COMPONENT

Students are expected to have a visual component in addition to their presentation component. The visual component should come in the form of a poster. Your classmates (and teacher) should have something visual to refer to as you proceed through the presentation. The visual component should include all the visual counterparts to the different portions of the presentation (see above rubric).
PRESENTATION COMPONENT

This is the portion of the assignment that will take up the bulk of the assessment. If you refer to the rubric on the previous page, you will see that the presentation is divided mainly into five, smaller components. The actual presentation portion should take no about 10 – 15 minutes each (with a maximum of 20 minutes). Please see the following length guidelines and the accompanying note:
1. Introduction and Summary of works: This should be the first part of your presentation. Think of an interesting question or statement to “set up” your presentation. You have to summarize the poem and the song. Plus, you have to read (or play) the works to the class.
2. Background of the poet/artist and the works: Your group should give the class a mini-biography of the poet and the artist responsible for creating your chosen poem and song. If you can also find information on the piece itself, or why the poet or artist wrote it, that’s even better!
3. Literary terms (poetic devices): Poems are usually full of literary terms (especially figurative language). I expect you will have no trouble finding them (if you have a poem of a decent length). Please aim to find five or six different literary devices between the two works. You must give a definition of the literary device and its source (i.e. line in the poem).
4. Analysis of the poem (focus on poetic techniques): This will likely be the most difficult part of the presentation. We will be looking at different types of poems in class and how the style of the poem and the poet’s techniques “make” the piece. I will be giving you a list of examples that you can copy down in class.
5. Message of the works and Conclusion: What is the poet/artist trying to tell us? 
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
